




second vote was initiated to spend $500 as a donation to the March of Dimes.  Dr. Moore  moved to make the
donation.  Dr. Desadier  seconded the motion.  The vote was 18 in favor, 0 against.   Lastly, Dr. Moore encouraged
everyone to take some time to look at the website and make any comments to help improve the site.
 
Dr. Ray Henderson  made everyone aware of the upcoming event for the Black Nurses Association of
Indianapolis, Inc to be held on October 22nd beginning at 10:00 a.m. until 2:00 p.m. at the Ritz Charles located near
121st and Meridian Streets.  He suggested AMS consider advertising the AMS and website by purchasing a full-page
ad in their event program.  He thinks an investment of $150 for a full page ad will benefit the AMS.  AMS members
who are already going to the event include Dr. Caine, Dr. Spears, Dr. Leavell-Hayes and Dr. Henderson.  Dr.
Henderson  put forth the motion to take out a full page ad with the Black Nurses Association of Indianapolis.  Dr.
Moore  seconded the motion.  The vote was 5 in favor, 0 against.  
 
Dr. Caine  challenged the AMS to set a budget for these types of events on an annual basis instead of making
pitches at the 11th hour.  Having a budget will allow the AMS to make a more consistent effort in supporting these
types of events.  Dr. Moore  encouraged that a budget be set for financial help to a defined set of organizations. 
For example, one such effort is helping medical students in an emergency for such things as attending meetings and
so forth.  Dr. Moore  re-stated that the reinstatement of the scholarships given in the past would be one way to
achieve assisting medical students.
 
Dr. Cronin  mentioned the 100 Black Men (http://www.100blackmenindy.org/) as an organization where AMS
Physicians can give of their time. There was some discussion of getting AMS members to volunteer more in the
community.  Dr. Henderson  reassured everyone that AMS members are contributing to the community, although it
may not always be under the umbrella of the Aesculapian Medical Society. 
 
Shaylar Padgett, MSIII , gave a brief update on what the SNMA is doing.  She mentioned getting some of the
AMS members to participate in a physician panel at the National Conference titled, Practice in the Hood, versus the
Burbs.  She will send more information about this effort in the near future.  Additionally, Dr. Rausch  mentioned that
Dr. Rawls was already being tapped to do a session at the National SNMA Conference in Indianapolis on the history
of the Indiana Black Physician.
 
Dr. Lili leavell -Hayes , President of the Hoosier State Medical Association (HSMA), talked to the membership
regarding her plans to revive the association.  She encouraged AMS members to be active members of the HSMA. 
She introduced third year medical student, Davoy Murray, who will serve as the administrative assistant for the
HSMA.  She asked the AMS permission to use their e-mails to send them more information about HSMA and plans
to create a website that will have a directory of minority physicians state-wide.  She unveiled working with the NMA to
educate on Diabetes through the NMA initiative where Indianapolis is one of 6 cities chosen to participate in the
effort.  Dr. Hayes mentioned the couples retreat at French Lick, February 11-13, 2011 featuring Dr. Gavin and Dr.
Coleman as keynote speakers.  There are efforts to qualify the couples retreat for possible CME credit.  

Dr. Hayes  introduced Bruce Caldwell, of CaFyCO Enterprises, LLC, who spoke on a fundraiser opportunity for AMS
utilizing pharmacy benefit card for patients.  His partners include Dr. James R. Gavin III, MD, PhD and Dr. Lenore
Coleman, PharmD as well as Gordon S. Fykes, COO.  The pharmacy benefits that he offers are free to the patient
and generally provides a 20-80% savings on retail prescription costs.  Cafyco Enterprises allows not for profit
organizations the ability to use pharmacy benefits as a fundraiser: Americas Drug Community Fundraiser.  AMS
benefits by providing a FREE solution to the rising costs of prescription medications.  AMS receives $0.20 cents
every time a prescription is filled with the Americas Drug Plan Prescription Savings Card.  The plan would work in the
following manner:  <1000 equals $0.20 per Rx, 1000-4999Rx equals $0.30 per Rx, 5000-999Rx equals $0.40 per
RX, 10,000-49,000Rx equals $0.50 per Rx, >50,000 equals $0.75 per Rx.  VIN number is tracked through the
pharmacy.  For more information on this opportunity, AMS members and friends can contact Bruce Caldwell at
bcaldwell@d1supply.com or call 317-903-5060.
 
Dr. Caine  mention the October 14th Luncheon honoring Lawrence North High School fallen basketball player, John
Stewart.  He died of an enlarged heart, collapsing at a basketball game against Bloomington South in 1999.  The
luncheon will highlight Tubby Smith, current coach of the University of Minnesota Gophers.  Tubby was the coach at
the University of Kentucky when John Steward passed.  John was recruited by Tubby to attend the university of
Kentucky.

Dr. Yancy  brought up the idea of producing the AMS brochure annually as opposed to bi-annually.  The cost of
production is $1500.  By updating the brochure annually, it would require keeping track of changes and making the
updates real-time.  An icon for fee-paying members could be devised to highlight current members.  Dr. Yancy moved
that an amendment be made to go to press annually on the AMS brochure.  Dr. Moore motioned it and Dr. Allen
seconded it.  The vote was 8 in favor, 0 against.
