The first AMS meeting of the year took place Tuesday, September 6, 2011.  The meeting got
underway at 6:30 p.m. with Dr. Desadier thanking everyone for their attending the meeting,
especially the sponsor in Sanofi Aventis.  He turned to Sandra Walker (President) and Judy Cornett
(Event Chairperson), members of the Black Nurses Association of Indianapolis, who requested an

opportunity to make the AMS aware of their upcoming 7th Annual Luncheon and Fundraiser at the
Ritz Charles Conference Facility in Carmel, IN.  The event will take place on Friday, October 21st
beginning at 11:00 a.m. and ending at 2:00 p.m.  The theme is on obesity and the keynote speaker
will be Deborah Miller.  Please see the attached announcement and flyer.  In the past proceeds
from the event have generated support for organizations like the American Red Cross and 100
Black Men of Indianapolis.  This year several organizations will benefit that promote health and
focus on reduction of obesity.  Dr. Moore was the keynote speaker last year and Dr. Henderson has
been a speaker in the past.  AMS will sponsor a full page ad for the event’s program. 
 
Dr. Desadier introduced the speaker for the evening, Dr. Ernest Asamoah, Endocrinologist.  The
topic of the evening will be Diabetes.  In today’s society with 1 in 3 potentially diagnosed with
diabetes, it is a important topic to understand and its treatments.
 
AMS Business Meeting
 
The AMS Business meeting began with Dr. Desadier asking for any updates.  The following updates
were offered:
 
George Rausch, Associate Dean for IUSM Office of Diversity
 
For three weeks during the 2011 summer, specifically July 11 – 29, 2011, the IUSM Office of

Diversity conducted the 2nd annual Brain Link and MASH programs sponsoring over 200 middle

school (5th  through 8th grade students) and 22 high school students from the immediate
Indianapolis and surrounding areas.  The students attended the three-week science and math
camps and as part of the student’s experience the students dissected Bull frog and a pig in addition
to learning about science and math as it relates to medicine.  The segment was aired on Tuesday,
August 2nd on the "What's Cool in School" program on WTHR, Channel 13, at 5:30 p.m. Bruce Kopp,
the Co-anchor of Channel 13, the NBC affiliate here in Indianapolis, shot footage of the students for
nearly an hour as well as interviewing some of them.  Dr. Rausch indicated that all went well and he was
so pleased to have this opportunity to expose the programs and give the community a glimpse of what is
going on at IUSM this summer.
 
The total number of first year medical students for the Class of 2015 was 328 new students with 45 of



them being underrepresented medical students (URMs).  This is comparable to last year’s numbers of
URMs.  Last year there were 49 total URMs, so it was slight drop off from last year’s numbers.

Dr. Sheryl Allen, Assistant Dean, IUSM Office of Diversity
 
Updated the group on the recent death of Annique Wilson-Weekes, a first year medical student,
and more recently the sudden and unexpected death of Dr. Angela N. Bowen-Boss, 34, triple board
certified physician in the community who recently completed her residency training at the IUSM. 
Annique’s death was attributed to an April 2011 diagnosis of a rare form of stomach cancer.  Dr.
Bowen-Boss cause of death is yet unknown.  Dr. Allen made an appeal to the membership that if
anyone wanted to donate to the Wilson-Weekes family, she would collect that donation and
present it to the family.
